o  If using Zoom for the first time, you will be prompted to install the meeting app on your 

device. Once the app is installed, click on the link or paste it in your web browser to access 

the meeting. Click on the “join by computer audio” dialog box when prompted to do so. 

o The meeting host will admit you to the meeting once prompted. 

 

 The public may be muted throughout the meeting.
